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The most common alternator failure is due to an insufficient ground. You may need to grind the \
anodizing off the spacers and mounting bracket in order to create the proper ground.
BEFORE RETURNING ALTERNATOR, FIRST CHECK GROUND VOLTAGE LOSS.
To check ground voltage drop, set your digital volt meter to DC volts and read the
voltage between alternator foot bracket or adjusting ear (or any piece of the cast
alternator housing) and battery negative terminal. The voltage should be less than .10 VDC.
If the digital volt meter reads HIGHER than .10VDC, you have a poor ground. /
